Yep —even in our adult life, we are sometimes subjected to
peer pressure and when riding amotorcycleitisavery red
thing when riding with experienced friends.

When riding your bike, whether in agroup or solo, follow
one simplerule— Ride Y our Own Ride! If the folksyou are
riding with are experienced and want to test their bikes and
their luck — let them! Ride Y our Own Ride! Y ou can ask my
brother-in-law and nephews who were very experienced
riderswhen | first bought my Harley. There were several
rides we went on where they had to pull over and wait for
me because | was riding at a speed and pace that was com-

fortable for me at the time. As | rode and got more experi-
ence | was able to keep up with the group and ride comforta-
bly. Not that they rode any different, | wasjust more com-
fortable at alittle faster pace and speed.

When riding with MCHOG, one of the things al riders, new
and experienced alike, can count on is a comfortable ride.
Riding your motorcycleis supposed to be relaxing, not nerve
racking! If at any time during aMCHOG ride, you feel un-
comfortable, tell the Road Captains and the pace will be ad-
justed. Don’'t be embarrassed. We have al been new riders
and experienced an uncomfortable ride. Don't fall victim to
peer pressure and ride safe — that’ swhat it is all about!

H-D Ukiah 20,000 Mile Service

If you compare service prices at different Harley-Davison dealers, you will find that some dealers charge more than others
for what appears to be the same service. But as Professor Venturi says, “You get what you pay for.” In previous HOG Wash
issues, we listed the 2,500, 5,000 and 10,000 mile service. Here is the 20,000 mile service. When you compare prices, be sure
to compare what you’ re getting for your hard-earned money, and for your bike's performance, reliability and safety.

Replace engine oil and filter

Inspect ail lines and brake systems for leaks

Replace transmission and primary lubricants

Check primary chain adjustment if applicable

Check clutch adjustment

Check, adjust and lubricate throttle, clutch and brake cables
aswell as enrichener if applicable

Inspect disengage switch and components of cruise control

Inspect air cleaner and service as required

Check tire pressure and tread depth

Inspect brake pads and rotors

Inspect spoke tightness if applicable

Inspect rear belt and sprocket and adjust as required

Inspect and lubricate jiffy stand

Check wheel spoke tightnessif applicable

Inspect fuel valve, fuel lines and fittings for leaks

Check level and condition of brake fluid

Replace spark plugs

Adjust and lubricate steering head bearings

Check for leakage, pressure and operations on air suspension

L ubricate hinges and latches on saddlebags, fuel door and
tour pak if applicable

Inspect windshield bushingsif applicable

Inspect engine mounts and stabilizer links

Check tightness on all critical fasteners

Check adjustment on engine idle speed

Check operation on al electrical equipment and switches

Replace fork ail

Road test

Wash and detail
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
