HOG Wash 

Are these pictures from 
an alien world? Some sort 
of weird giant erector 
set? Nope! They are a few shots 
from our HOG trip up to the 
Geysers in Lake County on 
June 8th. Fellow HOG member 
Bill Cude set this up for us, so 
we could see the inner work-
ings of one of the more success-
ful "alternative energy" projects 
in Northern California. Bill has 
worked there (the Northern 
California Power Agency), for 
the last 25 years and provided us with a very informa-
tive tour.  

We got a full tour of the plant. They have four big low 
heat turbines, two of which are currently on-line. Each 
generator puts out about 120mw, which is about enough 
to power 24,000 homes. This is one of about 20 similar 
plants on the geyser’s “dome” that is approximately 18 
miles above the molten lava of the earth. Eighteen miles 
is apparently thin, as the earth’s crust goes, and so af-
fords a good opportunity to use the Earth’s natural core 
temperature to provide steam-powered electricity.  

Effluent water from the Clearlake area is pumped up to 
this plant too, to get rid of their sewage and turn it into 
steam by pump-
ing it down a 
separate set of 
wells. The loops 
you see in the 
pipes are expan-
sion loops that 
are required 
because of the 
high heat.  

Sulphur is a 
major by-
product of this 
process, and it is 
removed in a 
special proces-
sor.  The result-
ing sulphur “cakes” are then taken away to a land-fill 
in the Bay Area. Another by-product is hydrogen, 
which they send off into the atmosphere. In Den-
mark, they capture the hydrogen and power their 
public transit buses with it.  

Bill works in a central 
control center that oper-
ates all the wells, 
pumps, generators, tur-
bines, Stretford separa-
tor to remove the sul-
phur, injectors and all 
the rest of the equip-
ment. It is bigger and 
more complex than  
any flight control 
deck.  Plus, this stuff 
can blow up if things 
go wrong! 

I think we had about 16 bikes and 20 people on this 
run. What a trip; it was really cool to be able to see 
and begin to understand the inner workings of a ma-
jor plant that is normally off-limits to the pub-
lic. Thank you Bill for hosting this event!
