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It's all in the TIRES.....

Just thislast month, | was on arideto
the Bay Areawith our Chapter. | was
unfortunate enough to be in the wrong
location in our group at the wrong time.
| wasriding along side afellow rider
when | noticed in the distance before us
was debrisin our lane. Because of the
speed of the traffic in which we were
flowing and the closeness that our pack
wasriding, | was unable to swerveto
avoid the crash remnants that was on
the roadway.

Well, within amile or two | was able to
feel the side effects of what wasin our
lane. | now had aflat tire. Luckily the
flat was barely noticeable. Instead |
realized | had a problem when | was
getting off the freeway and my steering
capability was now extremely limited.
Fortunately for me, | had my cell phone
and was able to get a hold of someone
who could come and “trailer” my butt
back home.

This experience was kind of out of my
control but it reminded me of theim-
portance of tire safety. So this week, |
looked some articles up on the internet
to help remind us of what's up with
keeping our bikes straight up and ready
to roll without tire problems. Hope you
find the articles pertinent. Both articles
are from Motorcycle Safety website and
written by the author, James Davis.

TirePressure

Aswe are now into the warmer months
of the year | thought it appropriate to
post areminder about tire pressures and
the effect of temperature on same.

Stamped on the outside of many of your
tiresis arecommended tire pressure
range. (At least an upper limit.) For
longest tire life it is my recommenda-
tion that you strive to keep them at the
higher limit of those recommendations
(regardless of what your motorcycle
owner's manual might say to the con-
trary.) Further, this pressure should be
determined while the tires are cold -

meaning, have not
been used for a couple
of hours.

Time and outside tem-
perature affect the
pressure within your
tires. ItisNORMAL
for atire to lose about
1 pound per square
inch (psi) per month.
Outside temperatures
affect your tire pres-
sure far more pro-
foundly, however. A tire's pressure can
change by 1 psi for every 10 degrees
Fahrenheit of temperature change. As
temperature goes, So goes pressure.

For example, if atireisfound to have
38 psi on an 80-degree mid-summer
day, it could lose enough air to have an
inflation pressure of 26 psi on a 20-
degree day six months later. This repre-
sents aloss of 6 psi over six months and
an additional loss of 6 psi dueto the 60
degree temperature reduction. At 26
psi, your tire is severely under inflated
and dangerous!

There is nothing wrong with your tire if
it behaveslike this, of course. What is
being illustrated here is that you MUST
check your tire pressure on aregular
basis (about once aweek is reasonable)
and to be particularly aware of it on
cold days.

TirePlugs

Sometimes you can't win. | just had to
replace avirtually new rear tire on my
motorcycle because it had picked up a
couple of small nails. | know, all |
really had to do was plug the tire.
Right? Wrong!

Here are afew things you might con-
sider about tire plugs:

1. Almost any single puncture (thru the
tread) can be repaired by the use of a
tire plug. | would be willing to ride with
aproperly (from theinside) plugged
tire anytime.

2. You cannot put more than one plug
within the same quadrant of atire -
safely.

3. You cannot put more than two plugs
into atire - period.

The manufacturers of tire plugs specifi-
cally disavow the safety of doing either
of the last two items listed above. They
also void their speed warranties as a
result of any tire plugging. Your tireis
probably marked with an “H” speed
designation, meaning it is rated for
safety up to 130 MPH. If you have even
onetire plug in it you should not drive
faster than about 80 MPH using that
tire. [H-D suggests 50 MPH max].

I had picked up three small nailsin my
tire. All three leaked air when | re-
moved them. “My kingdom for a
horse!” It cost me $200 for another tire.
Lifeistoo important to be left in the
hands of three plugs when the manufac-
turers refuse to stand up for their safety.

In case you missed it earlier, every ref-
erence made here about “tire plugs’
refersto professionally installed, from
theinside, tire repair plugs- NOT the
emergency roadside repair kits which
install from the outside of your tire.

Warning Note

Check with the manufacturer of your
tire, or Harley Davidson in Ukiah, to
find out the best and safest solution for
your particular bike and your particular
tire.

The Nevada desert seemsto be agreat place
for rock hounds, but shade from atreeisimpossible to
find. The town of Beatty boasts that it has the “World's
Most Beautiful Gas Station.” It was a good place to stop,
but “world’s most beautiful” is abit overstated. The town
of Tonopah saysit isthe “ Star Gazing Capital of the
World.”

If you compare service prices at different Harley-Davison dealers, you will find that some dealers charge more
than others for what appears to be the same service. But as Professor Venturi says, “Y ou get what you pay for.” In
the next few issues of HOG Wash, we are listing the services that H-D Ukiah performs when you bring in your
bike. When you compare prices, be sure to compare what you’'re getting for your hard-earned money, and for
your bike's performance, reliability and safety. The May issue of HOG Wash listed the 2,500 mile service. This
issue lists H-D Ukiah's 5,000 mile service.
