Keep a Keen Eye, It Could Save a Life.

We've al been head-
ing somewhere on our
bike when something
or someone catches
our eye. Our senses
tell us*“pay attention.”
| always stay aware
when | am riding be-
hind avehicle that has
their turn signal on.
Especialy the left turn
signal. If you are driving behind someone for a few miles
and just assume they forgot the signal and decide to pass,
it could be a huge mistake.

| was driving behind a guy in an older model Ford that
had his blinker on for several miles on Hwy 101 headed
south. After about ten minutes of driving slower than |
desired (50 mph) | decided to pass. | put my blinker on
and started to accelerate when he pulled right in front of
me. Of course | had to swerve back and when | did, |
flashed my lights and gave him a few hand gestures
(anyone who knows me knows they weren't the friendly
wave type). | think he then woke up and redlized that his
blinker was on.

It just happened that he was headed to the same place |
was, the next exit for gas. | pulled up aongside his vehi-
cle and saw that it was elderly man that had been driving
several hours. When | asked him if he had seen me and
did he realize he left his turn signal on he sheepishly said
no. He admitted he was tired and it wasn't until | honked,
blinked and waved that he broke his driving trance. Well,
| saw that he obviously didn't mean to swerve and told
him he might want to stop for awhile or get some coffee.

There are many other casual aerts that happen daily that
we need to file in the pay attention area. We al know that
we aren’t always seen on our bikes, so we have to make
sure that we “see” everyone else and drive defensively.
When you see someone speed up and slow down, that
could be a sign they are either tired or intoxicated. | try to
stay clear of any driver that could do something irrational.
Many accidents have happened when there were warning
signs that a driver wasn't paying attention. Stay alert and
make sure you are the guy or gal that is always looking
out for yourself, and drive with your “safety vision” on.
